CAPACITY TO 50 MWp

Marking the start of another era in
sustainable development, Cochin
International Airport Ltd (CIAL) ; the airport
operator which owns the world's first airport
fully powered by solar energy,
commissioned its new solar power plant at
payyanur. With this, CIAL leaps one step
forward from its current status of being a
power neutral airport to a power positive
airport. The 12 MWp Payyanur Plant was
dedicated to the Nation by Hon. Chief
Minister of Kerala, Sri. Pinarayi Vijayan in a
function held at the Solar Plant premises at
Ettukudukka near Payyanur, Kerala on 06th
March 2022.

With the commissioning of Payyanur plant
the cumulative installed capacity of solar
plants of CIAL has been scaled up to 50
MWp. These include seven  plants
functioning at the premises of the airport, a
solar carport and the one to be
commissioned now at Payyanur. CIAL's solar
power plants will together generate 2
hundred thousands (2 lakhs) of units of
power a day whereas the airport's daily

power consumption stands at 1.6 hundred
thousands of wunits.  CIAL Managing
Director S.Suhas IAS attributed the
milestone of achieving 50 MWp of installed
capacity to the guidelines given to the
company by Hon.Chief Minister Sri. Pinarayi
Vijayan, who also holds the post of
Chairman, CIAL and board of the Directors.
"The airport attained the status of World's
first airport fully powered by solar energy
way back in 2015.

Passengers flying from the Cochin international
airport Ltd. (CIAL) will no longer need to stand in
queues for check-in as the CIAL has installed
automated self-bag drop machines. These machines
will now make baggage check-in process just a 60-
second task!

As part of CIAL's endeavour to improve the passenger
experience & the airport service quality, a self-bag
drop facility is provided in Terminal-1. The facility will
help the passengers to drop the check-in bags on the
conveyors themselves without any airline personnel
assistance. The passengers can take the boarding pass
print out & bag tag print out from the CUSS (Common
use self-service) kiosks. CIAL already has 10 CUSS
kiosks. After attaching the bag tag, the passengers can
proceed to the self-bag drop facility & drop the bags

The bag drop solution implemented is a retrofit
solution. The retrofit type self bag drop helps the same
check-in counter to be used in a normal way & also as
a self-bag drop-enabled counter. This is cost-effective
also. The advanced feature module of the self bag
drop system will help to automatically carry out bag
tag scanning by the system instead of the passenger
manually scanning each bag tag. CIAL has currently
implemented 4 numbers of self bag drop systems at
check-in counters 27 to 30. SITA's Scan & Fly D Model
with Scan Arch module manufactured in Canada is
implemented. The same model is implemented in
Seoul, South Korea also. The system is integrated with
the Baggage Handling system of CIAL. CIAL is the
second airport in the country to have a self bag drop
facility. Currently, the facility can be used by the
passengers of Air Asia, Go Air and Air India.
