ACK Nair Steps down
after a record stint

CIAL Airport Director ACK Nair stepped
down after 22 years of service at CIAL . Nair,
who joined CIAL, from Airport Authority of
India, in 2000, has been wielding the post of
the Airport Director, Kochi Airport since
2004. His 18 years of service as the Airport
Director of an airport marks a record in the
country.

ACK Nair played a key role in the
modernization of CIAL. In the last several
years he pivoted many a project; identified
by the management which set new
benchmarks in airport operations; including
the installation of an integrated airport
management system, an innovative power
distribution system, and India's first CT
based baggage screening system in Kochi
airport. His leadership was instrumental in
making Kochi Airport one of best airports in

the country and helped the airport operator
in finding new revenue streams.

ACK Nair, a B tech graduate from College of
Engineering, Trivandrum was deputed to
CIAL in 1996 while he was working as the
Regional Head of the Electrical Division of
the Airport Authority of India. CIAL was then
in its besieged formative years and
struggling to build an airport from the
scratch. His technical knowledge and
leadership qualities enabled CIAL to
surmount many technical challenges during
the initial years when the project was
underway. On completion of the project, he
was compelled to continue with the Kochi
airport and subsequently he took over the
charge of Deputy General Manager-
Electrical in 2000 and became the Airport
Director in 2004. He secured an MBA while

in service and also functioned as the Asia

management practices, and adopted new
farming practices”.

MPEDA and RGCA will provide testing for
periodic disease diagnosis of fish and water
quality analysis and seeds at a subsidized
rate from their hatchery at Valarpaddom.
The species recommended by MPEDA-
RGCA for the pilot project are GIFT Tilapia,
Seabass and Pearl spot.

With the introduction of the cage fish
farming, the unutilized water bodies can be

Having established as a major airport in the Indian subcontinent and capable of
addressing technical requirements For aircraft up to Code E category Cochin
Airport already facilitated 150 technical landings

Facilitating technical landing for airplane
flying ininternational routes hasbecoming
a revenue source for Cochin International
airport. Cochin Airport started facilitating
technical landing for refuelling of flights
operating in the nearby International route
in July 2022 owing to the fuel crisis in the
island nation of Sri lanka. Factors like
excellent fuel hydrant facilities as well as the
proximity by just 70 minutes of flying time
have made Cochin a preferential stop-over
hub for airlines that needed refueling.

Having established as a major airport in the
Indian subcontinent and capable of
addressing technical requirements for
aircraft up to Code E category, the in-built
hydrant fueling system at Cochin Airport
meets the quick turnaround requirement of

international carriers. The technical landing

facility is being done for the for the first time
in the history of Kochi airport.

Since the Sri Lanka fuel crisis started, airlines
bound to Colombo from the Middle East or
flying out from Colombo to the Middle
East/European destinations started using
the Cochin airport refuelling facility. The last
3 months saw 154 aircraft flying either in
Colombo-Europe or Colombo-Middle East
sectors opting for Cochin airport's technical
landing capability and uplifted 80,30,126
litres of ATF from Kochi airport. Since 29th
July, eighteen flights operated by Sri Lankan
Airlines (bound to  Colombo, London
Heathrow and Frankfurt),Air Arabia (to
Sharjah), Jazeera Airways (bound to Kuwait)
and Kuala Lumpur bound Air Asia Berhad
(all flying out from Colombo) used the
technical landing facility of CIAL.

The 3 series is a very well known car for all
the car lovers. Known for its peppy engine,,
compact dimensions and excellent road
manners , it is essentially a driver's car. The
only difference with the Grand Limousine
edition is the longer wheelbase, which
translates into larger leg room for the rear
passengers. Thus the 3 series GL now excels
as a chauffeur driven car too.

Coming to our review, we are sharing some
exclusive experiences of driving a German
compact luxury sedan.

The engine

BMW always offers its engine in both petrol
and diesel variants, the most popular being
their diesel variants. Petrol originally comes
in 330i which is the fun to drive luxury sedan
and GL comes with an L added to its name in
adifferent state of tune engine 330 Li Luxury
Line. In line 4 Cylinder 2.0 L turbo petrol
engine with 258 HP@5000rpm. In our
performance test, the 330Li did a
thoroughly impressive 6 second sprint from
0-100kph.

Even Though we test drive the petrol variant
due to the non availability of Diesel version,
while going for a BMW we always
recommend Diesel for its Power, mileage,
high reliability and readily available spare
parts. Only benefit of choosing the petrol
engine in a car like this is the added
refinement it offers like the super silent and
buttery smooth engine.

The rear wheel drive
experience

Rear wheel drive, as the name suggests,
provides power to the rear wheels of a car.
You can see this transmission shaft going
behind the arm rest while you restin the rear
seat of Gran limousine. Rear wheel drive is
more driver focussed and you start
experiencing it especially when you want to
take a sharp curve. Proper throttle input and
precise steering will make you start hating a
regular Front Wheel Drive. Apart from this,

rear wheel driven cars have better balance
than front wheel drive cars as the former
distributes the weight of its drive train more
evenly from front to rear. The better weight
balance means better handling , especially
around corners. The handling of the caris an
experience which words can't explain.

The 8 speed ZF
gearbox

The ZF 8HP torque converter, one of the
best in modern automatic transmission,
impresses as always, with its speed,
seamless shifts, and with the performance.

Engine is relaxed even at 140 Kmph and the
passengers are comfortable in the power
banks. Just take on the wheel and you can't
resist yourself from stretching to its redline
at every opportunity. ZF 8HP is a very well
proven gearbox which is widely used in
BMW variants and rarely shows any
complaints until 2 Lakh kilometres. However
, this model lacks paddle shifters, which one
might feel left out. For manual shifting, one
hasto rely on the stick shift.

Comfort and
handling dynamics
As we had mentioned, the USP of a BMW is
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its driving dynamics, combined with luxury.
Even with the longer wheelbase , the driving
dynamics and cornering abilities are not
much compromised. However , for the sake
of an argument , one can point of a softer
suspension set up from a regular 3 series
which might induce a slightly lower
cornering confidence. That said , this might

be felt only when going full onin race track
and will not make you feel any difference in
aregular public highway. And on the upside
, this suspension set up will make your rear
passengers happy even when you are
enjoying your drive. Overall , we felt the 3
series GL strikes an excellent balance

between comfort and dynamics.

Best kept secret in
the used car market

Coming to the reality , most of the salaried
individuals refrain from such mean
machines as shelling out close to 5 million
for a car would not be a wise financial
decision. But this is only when you are
looking at a brand new car. Not many
people are aware that you can experience
the same car in a much cheaper way - the
pre -owned way. Such cars are built tough as
only high quality materials make their way
into these cars, They can last much longer
than regular cars without losing much on its
excellent fit and finish. However , in spite of
not losing its quality , these cars depreciate
much faster than regular cars in terms of
money. With a bit of an effort, one can find
excellent models in the used car market for
60-70% of its original price. So our advice
for anyone looking for a new car in the 25-
30 lakhs price bracket is to try out a used
BMW. You won't be disappointed

Aviation safety, security
aggressive checks set for

2022-23, says Scindia

Safety and security were "paramount” in the aviation sector
and the civil aviation ministry had instituted a "very ambitious
and aggressive" annual surveillance plan (ASP) of 3,709 checks
for 2022-23, Union minister Jyotiraditya Scindia said. The civil
aviation minister was replying to queries from the media on
recent multiple incidents of technical snags involving aircraft.
"Safety and security were paramount. The primary
responsibility (of aircraft safety) is with the airline and also
with the regulator, The DGCA (Directorate General of Civil
Aviation) and the civil aviation ministry lay complete stress on
safety and security,” he said."In 2019-20, the DGCA's ASP
resulted in 2,275 checks being conducted across all aspects of
civil aviation. During COVID-19, there was not much civil
aviation activity. This year (2022-23), we have instituted a very

ambitious and aggressive ASP of 3,709 checks.

Stop charging flyers for checking-in at airports,

government directs airlines
Air travellers will no longer need to pay extra to check-in at
airport counters. Following a spate of complaints, the
aviation ministry has asked airlines to immediately stop
levying the same. Airlines charge a fee of about Rs 200 per

In view of
the above, airlines are advised not to charge any additional
amount for issuing boarding passes at the airport check-in
counters, as the same cannot be considered within the 'tariff’
as provided under Rule 135 of the Aircraft Rules, 1937," the
