including hi-tech baggage handling system installed by
Glidepath, a company from his country. The company
had secured a contract, close to Rs.100 crores. Key,
who walked around the new international terminal,
hailed the construction of the new airport and global
standard technology being installed there to facilitate
the comfortable journey. Addressing the media
persons, Key recalled his meeting with Prime Minister
Mr. Narendra Modi and highlighted the 'growing' ties
between India and New Zealand. He said companies

in New Zeland offered sophisticated engineering
solutions. John Key said New Zealand had been
shifting its focus from the traditional fruit industry to
hi-tech manufacturing. The country is also keen on
strengthening its trade ties with India. He also spoke
about the pilot training institute and other academic
institutions in his country.Glidepath has set up a high-
tec X-ray-baggage screening facility that works on the
computed tomography technology (CTX) at the new
terminal. The CTX machines used here are among the
first in Asia. The outbound departure system set up
by Glidepath is capable of processing 6,000 bags per
hour. In addition, 17 integrated explosive detection
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systems (EDS) have also been installed at the new
terminal. The 4.2-km conveyor includes 1.8 km of

Larger aeroplanes with folding wings
expected to be in service from 2019

Ateam of senior engineers from air-
craft-maker Boeing has assessed the
Cochin international airport’s suitability for
landing its 777-8, 777-9, 777-10X aircraft,
which feature folding wing tips.

The new series of airplanes from Boeing
are expected to be in service from 2019 and
their folding wing tips will allow these larg-
er aircraft to land in airports with narrow
runways.

Boeing engineers were satisfied with their
findings and Kochi had been approved,

in principle, for landing the new series
aircraft.

The Kochi airport falls in the Code E

category of runways with breadth ranging
between 52 and 65 metres. However, the
these series airplanes, with their folding
tips, can land in Kochi.

The folding tip offers the advantage of larg-
er aircraft landing at airports with narrow
runways.

The new series aircraft are expected to be
the most efficient jets with substantial fuel
savings.

TO HELP YOU MANAGE ANXIETY

eople with anxiety disorders often face a sense

of worry or dread and spend hours ruminating
over worst case scenarios, which can get in the
way of professional goals, personal relationships

and a good quality of life. But there are ways to
cope.

Here, experts offer their best techniques to work
through situations that might drum up anxiety,
which may help you or someone you know keep
worry or fear at bay:

1. Put your worrisome
thoughts on a schedule.

If you are going about your day and notice
anxious thoughts, identify the thought stream
and then postpone thinking about it until later,
Ricks Warren, a clinical associate professor of
psychiatry at the University of Michigan, told
The Huffington Post. Warren calls this technique
“worry postponement” or a “worry scheduling”
skill, which can be very effective.

For example, you might be at a movie and find
yourself becoming anxious about an upcoming
work presentation. To postpone and schedule,
pause and metaphorically put that whole worry
on a shelf. Say to yourself, “I’'m not at work right
now. | will think about this tomorrow at the
office”

Later on, when it is time to consider what was
making you feel anxious, you might consider

discussing the issue with someone you trust.

2. Develop a “catastrophe
scale.”

Draw a line on a piece of paper. Write the number
zero at the beginning of the line, 50 in the middle
and 100 at the end. This is what Warren calls a
“catastrophe scale.” Then ask yourself, “What are
the worst possible things that could happen?”
Write those things down on the side with the

highest values.

“When you think about a child dying, or a terrible
accident, it helps people put things in perspec-
tive,” Warren said. “Not everything gets a 100.”

Being late for a job interview or a blunder at a par-
ty are unfortunate events. But, as Warren hopes
you’ll come to believe, they’re not scenarios you
should be terribly hard on yourself about in the
scheme of things.



The goal for the rating system is that you eventually break down what you’d
need to do in order to cope with it. This could be rallying a supportive group
of friends, making a phone call or simply working out to reduce your stress
and let it go.

3. Break big projects into small tasks.

Worry and anxiety can find their way into the workplace, showing up in the
form of procrastination, says Keith Humphreys, professor of psychiatry at
Stanford University.

“[People with anxiety] often want to show up on time, wanting to complete
the work. Anxiety is what paralyzes them,” Humphreys told HuffPost.

Humphreys suggests breaking down overwhelming projects into the small-
est possible task.

Small goals are effective for those dealing with social anxiety as well. If going

to a party feels overwhelming, don’t worry about becoming the life of the
party. Just set one small goal such as greeting the host, or talking to one
person you do not know.

4. Prove your anxiety wrong.

Research from the University of California, Los Angeles’ Anxiety and
Depression Research Center found that when people with anxiety expose
themselves to their anxiety trigger, it actually helps them cope better. By
showing yourself that the worst didn’t happen, you’ll minimize the fear you
experience.

For example, say you are afraid of riding the subway and your worst fear
is that you’ll get stuck for ages without help. Head underground with your
worst fears in tow. After you ride the subway, without getting stuck, you
successfully disprove your worst hypothesis. This can be an empowering
exercise, Warren says.

5. Force your body into a state of calm.

Your body already has a built-in stress reliever, it’s just a matter of tapping
into it.

“Focus on your breathing, put your feet flat on the floor. Smile even if you
don’t feel like smiling,” Humphreys advised. “Tense your muscles then let
them go, then tense them again and repeat. Relax your body and a lot of
people will find your emotions will follow.”

6. Cultivate acceptance about your anxiety.

According to Warren, there’s a big difference between accepting your anxiety
and accepting yourself as someone who experiences anxiety.

“People put themselves down for being anxious,” he explained. “Accept
yourself with anxiety and notice that you’re not alone.”

And it’s true: An anxiety disorder is the most common mental health con-
dition in the country, with nearly 40 million American adults experiencing
it over their lifetime. It’s critical to cultivate self compassion about your
condition.

“Support yourself with anxiety, just as if a friend was there supporting you,”
Warren said.

7. Remember that anxiety disorders are highly
treatable.

“If it’s serious and you’re paralyzed with anxiety everyday, there are mental
health treatments that really work,” Humphreys said.

And if you are not experiencing this condition, but know someone who is, try
to be as empathetic as possible to what he or she is going through. Accord-
ing to the U.S. Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, only 25 percent
of people with a mental health disorder feel like others are understanding
about their experience.

Above all, it's important to remember that you deserve to feel calm and
healthy. Despite what your anxious thoughts might lead you to believe, the
stakes are a lot lower than you think.

“We would worry a lot less what other people thought of us if we knew how
rarely they did,” Humphreys said.

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HARYANA TO HAVE DIRECT ACCESS TO
INTERNATIONAL AIRPORT

The Air Force authorities have agreed to the Haryana’s demand for direct connec-
tivity of the state to the international airport. Haryana will now have an access to
the airport through an underpass on the National Highway-21.

The development is significant as travelling time to reach the international airport
from Panchkula side will be reduced by nearly 20 minutes. Currently, the passen-
gers from Haryana side have to go to Mohali side for reaching the airport.

The information was provided to a Division Bench of the High Court. The Bench
was told that a consensus on an underpass was reached in a joint meeting of
the Indian Air Force, the Airport Authority of India and the state governments of
Punjab and Haryana.

Haryana was demanding direct connectivity with the airport through an underpass
from NH-21. For the purpose, it had sent a proposal to the Defence Ministry. But
following objections from the Air Force authorities on the directions of an under-
pass, it could not be matured. @ The Tribune

BLACK BOXINVENTOR AND AIR
SAFETY PIONEER

NAMED 2016 ICAO EDWARD WARNER
AWARD RECIPIENT

The 41st Edward Warner Award, the highest honour in international civil avia-
tion, was conferred posthumously on Australia’s Dr. David Ronald de Mey Warren
by the President of the Council of the International Civil Aviation Organization
(ICAQ), Dr. Olumuyiwa Benard Aliu.

Dr. Warren was recognized by the ICAO Council and the international civil
aviation community for the outstanding contributions to aviation safety - made
possible by his invention and refinement of the first-ever aircraft flight recorder,
or black box.

In 1953, Dr. Warren was a jet-fuel expert recruited to a special team assembled to
analyze the mysterious mid-air explosions being experienced by the world’s first
commercial jet aircraft, the de Havilland Comet. In the course of this work he
realized how valuable it would be for post-accident safety analysis if a recording
were available of what had transpired on the aircraft prior to their accidents.

Having recently observed one of the world’s first miniature recorders being
demonstrated at a trade fair, he began to imagine how such a device could be
adapted for use in modern commercial aircraft, eventually developing a first
demonstration unit.

NOSE ON EI-XLD

Transaero Airlines in June 2015 unveiled at Moscow’s Vnukovo
airport, the official presentation of the joint project with

the Amur Tiger Center of a new “Siberian Tiger” livery on

the pictured 447-seat Boeing 747-412 EI-XLN (msn 28029).
The special color scheme was designed to “draw attention

of the international and the Russian public to the issues

of environmental protection and conservation of rare and
endangered species.”

The airline continued;

The project, called “Striped Flight”, has acquired the
characteristics and features of the tiger with the nose of the
aircraft adorned in the image of the head of the Amur tiger.

According to surveys conducted in 2015, the Amur tiger
population in Russia in the wild has stabilized at around 510-
540 individuals.

In the coming decade, the fate of tigers and the whole natural
complex will largely depend on the concerted action of the
international community. The airline and the Amur Tiger
Center have joined forces under the motto: “Let’s save nature
together.”

In flight, Transaero passengers on “Striped flight” will be able
to view the documentaries produced by the Center under the
“Siberian Tiger” project.

IRAN AIR & AIRBUS

SEAL HISTORIC AIRCRAFT ORDER

Iran Air and Airbus have signed a firm contract including the sale of 100 Airbus
jets, closing on a comprehensive civil aviation package outlined in January
during a state visit by Iranian President Hassan Rouhani to Paris. The agreement
covers 46 A320 family jets, 38 A330s and 16 A350 XWBs. It conspicuously excludes
12 A380s specified in the original deal, thereby significantly decreasing the trans-
action’s value, both monetarily and to the health of the superjumbo program as
a whole. Airbus said deliveries will begin early next year.

Although the U.S. Treasury Department’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC)
granted licenses for the deal in September and November, as required for any
export of aircraft possessing more than 10 percent U.S.technology content,
questions surrounding political environment and its potential effect on the deal
remain as an incoming U.S. presidential administration openly critical of Barack
Obama’s signature nuclear settlement with Iran prepares to take office next
month.

EMIRATES MOVES TO AN ALL

AIRBUS A380 &
BOEING 777

FLEET

In line with its vision to offer a superior passenger experience and improve
environmental performance through a modern and state of the art wide-body
aircraft fleet, Emirates has retired the last Airbus A330 and aircraft in its fleet
from active service. This makes Emirates the first and only airline in the world to
operate a fleet of all Airbus A380 and Boeing 777 aircraft for its passenger flights.
Emirates recently retired A6-EAK from operational service. The aircraft was the
last of the 29 Airbus A330 aircraft that had been operating as part of its fleet. A6-
EAK joined Emirates in 2002 and had flown for over 60,000 hours travelling close
to 45 million kilometres in 14.5 years. That distance is equivalent to almost 60
return journeys between the Earth and the Moon. Emirates has also phased out
A6-ERN, the last serving Airbus A340 in the fleet which had joined the airline in
2004, originally manufactured in 1999.

Since January 2015, Emirates has retired 18 A330 and 5 A340 aircraft from its
fleet. The average age of the Airbus A330 and A340 aircraft phased out from the
fleet is 16.5 years- a figure which is well below the industry standard retirement
age of 25 years.

SETS RECORD WITH WORLD'S
LONGEST NON-STOP FLIGHT IN
SHORTEST TIME

Air India’s flight AI173 earlier this month flew 15,300 km from New
Delhi to San Francisco through the trans-Pacific route instead of
the usual Atlantic route, which is shorter in length. Despite that,
the non-stop flight was able to complete the journey in a record 14
hours and 30 minutes.

The trans-Pacific route meant that Air India had to fly an addition-
al 1,400 km. But flying eastwards also meant that the wind was
travelling in the same direction as the flight AI173, helping it reach
the destination early. The Atlantic route would have subjected the
flight to face the winds head-on, which would have slowed down
the speed, and hence increased the duration of the flight and
consumption of fuel.

The Earth rotates from west to east, and winds flow in that
direction too. Flying west means facing strong headwinds (that
decreases an aircraft's actual ground speed), and flying east means
getting strong tailwinds, which does the opposite,” said a senior

Al official. "While taking the (western) Atlantic route to SFO, we
usually face headwinds of 24kmph. This means that if our aircraft
is doing 800kmph, its actual ground speed is 776kmph. Taking the
(eastern) Pacific route will mean getting tailwinds of 138kmph,
which make the aircraft have an actual ground speed of 938kmph.
"The aircraft took off from Delhi at 4am on Sunday (October 16)
morning. We were in that date till Japan. After that, we crossed

the international date line and were in October 15. By the time we
landed in San Francisco, it was 6.30am on October 16 (local time in
SFO)," said one of the pilots.

The Al Delhi-SFO-Delhi flight now does a round trip of the world as
it flies back to India over the Atlantic to get tailwinds on both the
outbound and inbound flights.

The Boeing-777 200 long range used by Al on this route, on an aver-
age, burns 9,600 litres of fuel for each hour of flying. A shorter flying
time on the Delhi-SFO route — from an hour in summer to three
hours (in winter) — would mean huge fuel savings for the airline.

twas in 2010 that a dreadful earthquake

devastated the Caribbean country of Haiti.
Port of Prince, the poor country’s capital
alone had witnessed the death of 2.5 lac
people. Brick by brick, the city had been
wrecked. M.Shashikanth was then working
in Haiti as part of the United Nations Mis-
sion, which was deployed to deal with the
civilian unrest.

The
untiring efforts carried out by the Indian
team, there in Haiti had won the hearts of
the people. Shashikant was awarded United
Nations Medal for commendable service
by the United Nations Mission in Haiti
(MINUSTAH).

During the last 19 years, he supervised
security responsibilities of several hy-
per-sensitive installations in areas such

as Aviation, Nuclear Energy, Hydel power,
Missile manufacturing and in insurgency
prone environment in Jammu & Kashmir.
He has worked as the unit commander in
six units and as the second in command in
three units. He served as Dy.Chief Airport
Security Officer (CASO) of Chennai and
CASO of Chandigarh, Mangalore, Patna. He
was posted as CASO, Kochi in October 2016.
Unlike his predecessor Mr. Sisir Kumar Gup-
ta, who was an ENT surgeon before joining
CISF, Shashikant has proficiency in Costs &
Works Accountancy. A native of Hyderabad,
he had done his schooling at Hyderabad
Public School, Begumpet. Graduated and
Post Graduated from Shri Ram college of
Commerce, Delhi University and passed
CWA in 1997. As a quintessential Quizzer, by
hobby he represented College and Universi-
ty. After CWA, Shashikant worked with com-
panies like Toshiba and Mary consultants.
As his two Engineer brothers were working
in US, his father, a state administrative
service official persuaded him to try civil
services examinations. Shashikanth cleared
civil service exam in 1997. The first posting

was at Kakkrappara nuclear power station,
Gujarath. After two years he was posted at
Kishtwar in terrorist infested Doda district,
Kashmir. In 2003, he was assigned airport
security. He worked in Chennai, Chandigad,
Mangalore, Patna airports.

“ Airports are different genres. Apart from
providing security to Property, in airports
CISF has to interact with the public. In
Patna, there was space constraints inside
Terminals. The climate was foggy. Cancel-
ling flights was not rare. We had to confront
with passenger fury many times.

It was a
well co-ordinated incident. Thanks for CIAL
and all the other agencies. The support of
the local police was also amazing.......” says
Shashikant.

Apart from executing the commanding role,
with much enthusiasm he has been enjoy-
ing the work as a security consultant. He is a
member of a high-profile panel instituted by
CISF for providing consultancy for big con-
glomerates like Electronic City, Bangalore.
Amidst his busy schedule, he found out time
for successfully completing MBA. His family
now lives in Hyderabad. Wife Manjula, an
HR consultant by profession is now an
affable homemaker. Daughter Pooja studies
in 11th standard and Son Prakeerth in 6th
standard. A happy family at all.
