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CIAL to start pet import facility from abroad
Quarantine Centre inaugurated

As part of facilitating pet import from
abroad, an Animal Quarantine &
Certification Services Centre (AQCS) was
inaugurated at Cochin International
Airport on Thursday. The facility was
launched by Sri. George Kurien, Union
Minister of State of Fisheries, Animal
Husbandry and Dairying. The
inaugurated AQCS is established near
CIAL's Cargo Terminal. The passengers
can import their pets soon, once the
technical approval from the customs
department is received. The facility will
hopefully be operational by the second
week of November. The passengers are
advised to contact their airlines to avail
this facility for the import of their pets.
CIAL is the seventh airport in the country
to provide this facility.

A Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
on the establishment of the Animal

Quarantine facility was also signed
between the Department of Animal
Husbandry and Dairying and CIAL with
Smt. Varsha Joshi, Additional Secretary,
Department of Animal Husbandry and
Dairying and Sri. S. Suhas IAS, Managing
Director CIAL, signing on behalf of their
respective organizations.

The facility to export pets abroad through
Cochin airport came into existence in June
this year, bringing cheers to the pet owners
who cannot afford to abandon their pets
while moving abroad, and in just a few
months, this service has experienced
tremendous demand from passengers. For
pet exports, CIAL has established a
dedicated pet station conveniently located
near the Import Cargo Terminal.

The AQCS facility, established in
collaboration with the Ministry of Fisheries,
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Animal Husbandry and Dairying, is
equipped to process the import of pets,
particularly dogs and cats, ensuring that
families and their beloved companions can
reunite safely and smoothly. The new
AQCS facility will play a critical role in
maintaining biosecurity and preventing
the ingress of exotic diseases, safeguarding
not just Kerala but the entire country from
potential threats.

1576 operations weekly

134 weekly flights to UAE

Thai Airways & VietJet increase frequency

Additional daily flights to Chennai, Bangalore, Pune & Hyderabad

Cochin International Airport Ltd (CIAL)
announced its winter schedule which will
be effective from 27th October 2024 till
29th March 2025. A total of 1576 weekly
operations are the highlight of this
schedule against 1480 operations for the
ongoing summer schedule 2024.

CIAL's summer schedule will see 28 airlines
among which 26 are international carriers
operating 336 weekly departures to
international destinations. Air India Express
tops the list with 51 weekly departures to
international destinations whereas IndiGo
will have 41 departure operations weekly.
Etihad — 28, Air Arabia Abu Dhabi — 28, Air
Asia — 18, Air India — 17, Air Arabia, Akasa,
Emirates, Oman Air, Singapore Airlines — all
14, are other prominent carriers operating
frequent weekly services. As per the new
winter schedule, the total number of
weekly services to UAE alone will be 134.
There will be 67 weekly departures to Abu
Dhabi alone. Whereas Dubai comes
second with 46 operations from Cochin.
Etihad will operate additional 7 weekly
flights to Abu Dhabi whereas VietJet is all
set to operate daily flights to Vietnam. Thai
Airways increases the frequency from 3 to
5 weekly premium flights to Suvarnabhumi
Airport, Bangkok. With this, there will be 15
weekly services to Bangkok from Cochin.
Coming to the domestic sector, weekly
flight status in CIAL's 2024 winter schedule
includes 112 flights to Bangalore, 75 to
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Mumbai, 63 to Delhi, 61 to Chennai, 52 to
Hyderabad, 15 flights to Agatti, 14 to
Ahmedabad & Kolkata, 13 to Pune, 7 each
to Calicut, Goa, Kannur and
Thiruvananthapuram and 5 to Salem. Air
India Express will operate additional 10
flights per week to Bangalore, 7 flights per
week to Chennai, 6 to Pune and 5 weekly
flights to Hyderabad. Akasa Air will operate
additional daily flights to Ahmedabad. This
results in a total of 788 arrivals and 788
departures each week, encompassing both
international and domestic services.

CIAL entered the 1000 crore club in the
financial year 2023-'24 and became the
only airport in Kerala to facilitate 10 million
passengers in a calendar year as well asina
financial year. CIAL Managing Director S.
Suhas IAS said that the company is
strenuously trying to reinvent itself to
accommodate the growing demands in
the Indian aviation sector. CIAL
management is focused on upgrading
infrastructure to meet the rising passenger
numbers and is implementing advanced
technologies at every passenger
touchpoint, to enhance the travel
experience. “CIAL is crafting innovative
strategies to manage this expansion and is
charting new flight paths for the future,

with the vision of transforming Kochi into a
central hub for air travel in South India", he
added.

In order to accommodate the surge in
passenger traffic, CIAL is all set to expand
its international terminal, T3. Foundation
stone for the apron work was laid on 2nd
October 2023, and has already completed
the work of 11 lakhs sq.ft in 12 months. The
total apron area will now be increased from
20 lakhs sq.ft to 36 lakhs sq.ft. With this new
infrastructure, the number of parking bays
will be increased from 44 to 52 and
terminal area will be increased from 15 lakh
sq.ft to 21 lakh sq.ft. This is expected to be
completedin 2 years.

Down memory

lane with fun arithmetic

Mathematics can be interesting &
enjoyable, provided the inclination for the
same has been inculcated in an individual
from a very young age - or perhaps a bit
challenging if one intends to explore the
associated finer aspects a bit deeper. Our
school days taught us the nuances
associated with mathematics & little did we
realize then that its going to play a
significant role in future.

Working with symmetries has always been
fun. Its hard to imagine people not being
fascinated by fancy numbers &
palindromes during our early school days
& the Fibonacci series & other interesting
stuff a little later. Mathematical
applications can be addictive too. Not
many would be able to try working on a
simple Sudoku & then resist the temptation
to redo it time & again with a different
puzzle. Numerical & logical skills once
mastered come handy for a long time to
come.

Honing the Mathematical skills early serves
the purpose of arriving at logical solutions
& enables better decision making. It
facilitates tackling issues at the fingertips.
These skills can be developed by repetitive
analysis & of course you'd need to have the
dedication to try them out as well. After all,
Arithmetic fascination can't happen
overnight. One thing that we need to
remember is that Maths is not all about
solving an algebraic equation or a
trigonometric problem. Nor is it meant to
merely boost your academic average as
you could score heavily here as compared
to many of the other subjects. There's a lot
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more of exploration & intellectual
challenge at store for us, actually.

Many of us would have come across the
below mentioned alpha numeric riddle (or
perhaps something similar) during
competitive examinations as part of the
procedure for testing the aptitude or
numerical ability :

If1=3, 3=5and5 =4,
what would be the value for 7 ?

The answer to the above mentioned riddle
is 5 as the word “seven” has five letters.
However, that's not the end of the story
here as the logic applied for deciphering
the answer could vary from person to
person & a different approach could easily
give us a varying solution which could
appear absolutely apt as well.
Connoisseurs usually look out for the most
apt solution as per logic. This, & scores of
other riddles encountered since school
days have been instrumental in shaping a
decent degree of skill set that individuals
possess at later stages of their career.

Numerical ability pertains to not just
deciphering the answer correctly but to do
so within a designated time frame. Speed
needs to be coupled with accuracy when it
comes to a competitive environment or
where quick decision making is
paramount. So, its basically a case of Citius,
Fortius & Altius where mental agility does
matter. At the end of the day, finding a
solution to a query with time at your
disposal is a lot different when compared
to uncorking the answers to 60 puzzles

within a stringent time ceiling of an hour.
Browse the internet & you'll find scores of
sites that teach you mathematical games &
puzzles of varying degrees of difficulty.
You'd be expected to master the lower level
riddles first & then go on & try out the
tougher ones & needless to say once
you've mastered these, your confidence
level would move northwards. The tougher
riddles might sound a bit verbose at the
start but over a period of time & with a little
bit of experience you're likely to be hooked
ontothesesinedie.

Square, the sum of every row, column &
diagonal adds up to 15. Similarly, a 4 * 4
Magic Square works as per the same logic,
except that the total number of cells in each
row, column or diagonal increasesto 4.

Some experts believe that Mathematics
needs to be treated as a language rather
than a subject for the simple reason that a
few pictorial representations & equations
are capable of conveying information on a
very large scale.

Toughest Firefighter Alive Challenge
Alwin Paul and Rejin Valson participated in the grueling Toughest
Firefighter Alive (TFA) challenge, comprising four stages:

+ Stage 1: Dragging two 75m hoses and rolling two hoses, testing
their endurance and strength. « Stage 2: Hammering on a force
machine, carrying an 80kg dummy, and jumping a 10-foot wall,
simulating rescue scenarios. ¢ Stage 3: Pitching ladders, carrying
40kg dumbbells to a 3-story building, and pulling a 30kg hose,
demonstrating agility and stamina. < Stage 4: A 100-meter run

followed by a 15-story stair run, pushing their physical limits.

Team Spirit and Camaraderie

The World Firefighters Games 2024 was an exceptional experience,
fostering teamwork, physical fitness, and firefighting expertise.

In a recent lecture under the ‘Leader
Insight' series organized by the Kerala
Management Association (KMA), Mini

She underscored the importance of
rooftop solar installations and urged
industries, particularly in the aviation

sector, to take bold steps toward reducing
carbon emissions. Her words served as a
clarion call to action: “It became clear that
solar power wasn't just the most
economical solution but also the most
environment friendly option.” CIAL's
Renewable Energy division's efforts extend
beyond the solar initiative. They have been
instrumental in implementing CIAL's Small
hydroelectric projectin Kozhikode, which is
another milestone in the company's

Nature the wonderful creator has designed
our beautiful earth and garnished it with
water, air, light and heat to enable his
creations to have a wonderful time on it. He
then created plants and all the greeneries.
He created living things some of which
could traverse the length, breadth and
depth of water bodies including the mighty
oceans. Others could move around the
surface of land and some others to fly up in
the air as if to monitor the activities of those
inthe waterand on land.

Nature blessed them with plentiful of feed
from the plants and from among their
fellow creatures. They were blessed with
cute and beautiful offsprings to enable
their descendants to be present always in
this spacious, plentiful and beautiful world.
He made plants to stay put at locations to
enable the creatures feed on them without
much of hurdles.

The creatures were blessed with limbs, and
muscles which helped them move from
place to place in search of food, to escape
from enemies, to take rest in comfortable
locations and help their offsprings
experience the wonders of this world.

All of them were designed to have basic
features of food intake for energy and
growth, absorb oxygen to help in
conversion of food to energy for their
activities and so on. However, human being
was designed to be a class apart from
others, to be a designer to help his creator
in the process of carrying on creative
activity. Unlike others he was gifted with a
larger microprocessor brain to help him in
imagination and abstract reasoning. He
was allowed to stand upright with his head
held high and control his fellow earthlings

which crawled, moved on all fours, flew or
swam keeping their head almost at the
level of their body. Human beings also
known as the homo sapiens species is
special as they could articulate speech to
communicate effectively.

His large brain helped him to observe his
fellow beings in their activities and emulate
them in matters which he naturally does
not involve in. He observed the fishes in
their swim, observed the birds in flight and
wished to emulate them in water and in the
sky. How he longed to be up in the air and
soar from place to place, have a birds eye
view of the excellent world below, the
meadows, forests, the winding rivers, hills,
valleys, fabulous lakes and mighty oceans.
How he wished to pluck mouth watering
fruits from tall trees and gift it to his family
and friends.

He longed to meet his future soulmate at
far away place and communicate his love
and exchange pleasantries with her. The
microprocessor encased in his large bony

skull started it's designs to help him in his
desire to fly. His forefathers had invented
machines which came handy for him to
fulfil his desire. He observed large kites
soaring high above with outstretched,
spread-out wings, the movement of the tail
helping it in its maneuver. He deduced
from these observations that it is the air
which helps the bird in its flight. He
understood that the air moving past the
wings or the bird's movement in the air
helped it to stay afloat.

This knowledge was a stepping stone in his
experiment. Now it's for him to device
something to help him float in the air like a
bird. Large wings, to flap and gain speed in
the air, spread it out and hold steady. He
tied large light winglike structures to his
arms, spread them steady outward, ran at
high speed to the edge of a cliff and .....a
long jump. Our poor designer friend did
not know that the weight of the body is
much more than his arms could support. A
deep fall in to the depth of the valley broke
most of his bony structure. This marked

the end of an aviation episode.

People at various locations in the world did
experiments with different models but
none of them could succeed in a powered
self-sustaining flight. The turn of the
century brought a renewed vigor for
further experiments. The arrival of the 20th
century. Our designer friends were excited
by the nascent energy of the new born
century. Failures followed failures. They
did not know that each failure had a tiny
portion of success hidden within and these
fragments of success camouflaged as
failures are adding up without their
knowledge.

He studied the wings of birds and
observed an interesting feature. The wings
are thicker at the front, slightly curved at
the top surface and gradually reduces
thickness towards the rear. The
microprocessor within the skull activated
the thought process. He imagined the bird
starting its flight. A jump from the tree to
clear from the branches, flap its wings fast
to move it forward and to higher altitudes,
spread out its wings and hold steady while
moving forward with the help of the speed
gained.

He further imagined the air flowing over
the bird's wings. The curve on the top of
the wings causes the air to move up and
then gradually go down and back. This
creates a low-pressure area on top and a
small pressure buildup at the bottom which
in turn creates a pressure difference to lift
the wings and the body upward. Yes, this
can create true lift which was long sought
by all the experimenters.

The evolution in technology had helped

human to create machine tools, the
machines which could be used to create
other machines. Two brothers, Wilbur
Wright and Orville Wright were also doing
experiments with flying machines. They
were drawn to have interest in flying after
learning about the death of another
person in his experimental flight on a
glider. They succeeded in designing and
flying gliders through which they learnt the
art of controlling a glider by manipulating
control surfaces while in flight. Having a
small machine shop attached to their
bicycle repair shop helped them
manufacture their flying machines. The
challenge is to have a machine with built in
wings, a mechanism to move the machine
forward at speed to gain lift by the wing.
These are only basic requirements. But
once the machine is airborne there should
be a mechanism to turn, gain height,
maneuver and land safely.

The wright brothers by now realized that
an engine driven propeller with blades
made of airfoil shape rotating in a
horizontal axis and attached to the
machine can actually move the machine at
high speed to enable lifting of the machine.
They used a light weight four stroke
internal combustion engine to drive the
propeller. The art of control in flight were
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already mastered by them in their
experiments with gliders.

Wilbur was the first to try the first powered
flight. He started the engine and operated
the controls to accelerate the engine. With
a roar of the engine propeller combo, the
machine started moving, faster and faster.
Unlucky for him the airplane did not get
lifted. They did necessary adjustments.
Next was the attempt by Orville. Wilbor
crossed his fingers, closed his eyes for a
while in prayers.

When he opened his eyes, he could not
believe. The machine, their sweet machine
is actually flying. The fulfilment of their
dream and a strong desire to fly. It flew a
distance of 120 feet in 12 seconds and
landed. Oroville stopped the machine,
came down and hugged his brother. Tears
of joy ran out of two pairs of eyes. It was the
17th day of December 1903. A powered
self-sustaining flight was performed for the
firsttime.

After this there was no lookback. They
completed four flights on that day with
each flight improving the distance and
time of flight. They made few more
airplanes with improved designs and took
patent for their design. By now people in
different countries copied their design and
manufactured improved machines.The
metal, fabric and wood structures gave way
to all metal structures and later to metal
and composite structures. Huge airplanes
carrying hundreds of passengers and
hundreds of tons of cargo cris cross the
present-day skies at any point of time.

As stake holders of aviation industry and
guardians of safety let all of us ensure
safety of these wonderful machines,
property and people.

Self-

immigration
process in
20 seconds

Cochin International Airport Limited
(CIAL) is set to become the second airport
in India to implement the Union Ministry
of Home Affairs (MHA)'s prestigious
Trusted Traveller Programme, facilitating a
seamless immigration process through
self-authentication at specially designed
smart gates at immigration counters.
Following the roll-out at Delhi
International Airport in June, CIAL has
begun an infrastructure makeover at the
immigration area, dedicating 8 lanes to
biometric e-gates, enabling international
travellers to complete the immigration
process by themselves in 20 seconds. This
state-of-the-art facility will be launched by
August 2024. The MHA's Fast Track
Immigration - Trusted Travellers' (FTI-TTP)
programme aims to expedite the
immigration clearance for eligible Indian
Nationals and Foreign Nationals holding
OCl cards. Applicants must complete a
one-time registration process, on the
MHA portal, upload necessary
documents, and enrol biometrics
(fingerprint and face image) at the
Foreigner's Regional Registration Office
(FRRO) or help desks set up in the
immigration area. Upon successful
validation through mobile OTP, travellers
can use the smart gates, bypassing long
queues at the departure/arrival
immigration counters by self-scanning
their passports and using the face
recognition system. This eliminates the

need for human interaction or fact-
checking during immigration. The Bureau
of Immigration at Cochin International
Airport has already established an
enrollment facility at the FRRO office
within the airport premises and help desks
at the immigration area. CIAL Managing
Director S. Suhas I|AS stated,
“Implementing FTI-TTP at CIAL's
immigration counter will ensure a fast,
safe, and seamless process. CIAL is proud
to collaborate with the Bureau of
Immigration to facilitate fast-track
biometric smart travel at our immigration
counters. We understand the importance
of a smooth, hassle-free travel experience
and leverage cutting-edge technology at
every passenger touchpoint. The
biometric authentication process will
reduce the immigration verification
process time from 4 minutes to just 20
seconds. "CIAL, the fourth busiest airport
in India for international passenger traffic,
handles 10 million passengers and 70,200
air traffic movements annually. The airport
has recently implemented the Digiyatra
facility and the Perimeter Intrusion
Detection System developed by its in-
house IT team, and has also planned
several modernization projects in the
pipeline to be commissioned in the
coming months.
